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SAVE-GIE is the logistics organization who will integrate the 
logistics requirements of OEMServices contract with SIA. Part 
of the activities will be the management of: 
 

 a consignment stock within the airline facilities,  
 a pool stock in SAVE-GIE centre close to SIA operations 
 a distribution processing for Line Maintenance Parts and 

consumables 
 core unit return up to selected OEM’s repair stations 

while monitoring the serviceable stocks levels. 
 

To achieve these goals, teams have been reinforced in 
Singapore service centre and Paris Headquarter. 
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SAVE-GIE has completed the total component support for the 
Turkish summer peack season. 
To support Thales Aerospace contracts with 4 Airbus Single 
Aisle operators, SAVE-GIE manages a service centre in Istanbul 
Ataturk Airport. From this point of service, operators benefit from 
24/7 operations and get components delivered within 4 hours. 
SAVE-GIE back-up stock located in Paris replenishes this on-
site stock within a few days. Stocks levels are managed with 
SAVIT, SAVE-GIE Information System. All parameters 
impacting directly the service level, such as core unit return or 
repair shop processing time, are closely monitored in order to 
provide the best added value of the exchange pool. 
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With the upcoming A380 Entry into Service, SAVE-GIE has 
opened the connection protocol with Airbus for several 
members. With the interface developed by SAVE-GIE, those 
members have the benefit of displaying their stock wherever 
they are located (worldwide SAVE-GIE centres, OEM’s support 
centres, etc…) while providing customized commercial data.  
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Starting mid 2007, SAVE-GIE has 
reinforced his logistics teams in Paris  and 
Singapore in order to manage the flow of 
parts dedicated to AOG and standard 
exchange stocks. More than 300 
components will be stored in each 
warehouse. In addition to these traditional 
AOG support centres, SAVE-GIE will be 
active in interfacing AOG operations in 
Sydney  and later on in London 
Heathrow  (January 2008). The 
operations over these 2 centres will be 
managed according to Airbus 
requirements for the early months of 
operations of Singapore Airlines. 
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Since beginning 2007, following new Members have 
been enrolled: 
 

 AEROLEC: joint venture between THALES 
ELECTRICAL SYSTEMS and GOODRICH 
POWER SYSTEM offering electrical power 
generation system aboard A380 and A400M. 
 

 DIEHL AEROSPACE: The branch of Diehl 
Aerospace Cabin Customization Interior [CCI] 
has selected SAVE-GIE as AOG Hot Line and 
logistics provider in Paris. They provide Cabin 
Interior Lighting solutions, batteries and 
emergency power supply units, as well as static 
inverters. They are fitted on A380 and other 
Airbus family aircraft. 
 

 PGA Avionics designs and manufactures fibre 
optic or LED reading lights, keyboards, 
electronics, control and junctions boxes. 
Equipments are fitted on a wide range of aircraft 
from bizjet to A380. PGA will use Paris, USA and 
Singapore AOG service centres.
